An evening field trip to see the orchids and other wild flowers of Dowrog Common was followed by a day 
trip to the Wildlife Trust reserve at Cilgerran where we were lucky enough to see a kingfisher amongst all 
the other wildlife and members showed a great interest in the water buffalo. Both trips were well attended 
and enjoyed fine weather.
